He also asked for a review
process' to allow input from the City
Planning Department. He indicated
the desirability of being able to
control sewer connections in the
County for compatibility with City
planning.A·(;ity Bureau of Engineer';'

tural Monument No, 133.

Mrs. Palmer sold the proper­
ty to the City in 1956 to be used
for Chatsworth Golf Course and '
Park. She was allowed to live
